These championships in Seoul wit@de the APBF champions in the various categories but also the APBF
gualifiers for the coming World Championships. The APBF champions and other medallists are decided at
the end of the round robin play on Monday.

Qualification for the World Championshig®ntinues on Tuesday and Wednesday. In the case of the
Open, Women and Seniors, the World Championships will be held in Lyon, France;Auguist this year.

The APBF has three places in each series in Lyon. The winners of the APBF Championshigsfite th
qualifying spot. The second qualifying team is the winner of a-piaypetween second and third in the
round robin, played on Tuesday. Meanwhile, fourth and fifth also have @fbleyatch. The losers go out,
while the winners meet the losers s#fcond versus third on Wednesday, with the winners of that match
taking the final qualifying place.

Qualification through these championships is limited to the APBF nations. The South Pacific nations
have their own separate qualification procedure anchatateke part in the plagff phase of the
championships.

The Youth events are more straightforward, with the top four APBF teams qualifying for next year's
World Youth Championships. As those championships are to be held in China that nation will qualify
automatically, so the fiftiplaced team will also qualify if China finishes in the top four. Again, the South
Pacific nations cannot qualify through these championships.
